801 * #1 1840 1d black Victoria Plate 1B, position JI with 2008 
Sismondo certifi cate stating “The stamp submitted is genu-
ine, unused, with margins clear of the frameline on all four 
sides, and is free from faults or repairs at the time of exami-
nation. The stamp is without gum, and shows no residuals or 
signs of having been cancelled. The stamp was printed from 
Plate 1B, and shows the characteristic multiple re-entries in 
the four corner squares, in the letters of the word “POSTAGE”, 
and in the letters “ONE P”. A very scarce variety, especially in 
unused condition. I have signed it in order to attest to its au-
thenticity.” The colour is deep black and is quite possibly the 
listed variety of intense black (Scott $16,000, S.G. £15,000). 
A lovely example of the world’s fi rst stamp.
